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                                    MASTER CLASS Participation terms & conditions 

1. The master class is addressed to lyric artists, soloists and choirs. 

2. The master class will be held on Monday 7th of June until Wednesday 9th of June 2010, at the Parnassos Literary Society Hall, 8 Karytsi str., St. George Square, Athens. 

3. All applicants may submit the application by mail, fax or courier prior to the program application deadline. All relative materials must arrive in the office of the registrar, 21 Lykavitou  st. 10672 Kolonaki, Athens, tel: 210 3634 868, fax: 210 3620 844. All deadlines are in-office deadlines and it is the responsibility of the applicant to ensure that all materials are in the office of the registrar by the appropriate deadline Friday 28th of May.  

4. The registration fee of course attendant is 150 EUR and the tuition fee of active participation is 300 EUR. The fee is payable in advance and should be included with the application form to secure your booking. All active participants candidates should pay 50% of the total tuition fee and the other half 50% after their selection as active participants. The fees are non-refundable. 

5. The master class will culminate with a gala concert by the awarded participants, on Thursday, 10th of June, 2010 and will be held at the Parnasos Literary Society. 

6. The audition, will take place on Saturday 5th & Sunday 6th of June, 2010. All active participants will be selected by an evaluation committee of prominent artists.  

7. For the audition every participant is expected to prepare three arias of their preference. The participants should perform an aria scene from Mozart, Bellini, Donizetti, Rossini, Verdi, Puccini, Gounod and Offenbach, opera. There will be pianists available to accompany the candidates, exclusively selected by the Association.

8. All participants must perform by memory all arias scenes. 

9. All applicants must submit with the application form, their preferred aria scenes that they will perform.

10. The master class is open for persons who have submitted the completed application form and have been accepted. 

11. The master class courses will take place daily from Monday 7th, to Wednesday 9th of June, 2010 in two sessions 10:00 to 13:30 and 18:00 to 21:30. 

12. The awarded participants of the master class will perform on stage at the gala concert 
13. The graduates of master class will receive a Certificate as well as the course attendants. 

14. The Association does not provide accommodation to master class participants. However is willing to recommend accommodation and catering facilities. 
15. Participants are not entitled to object to the decisions of the instructor, nor the evaluation committee.
